Final 
payment is due 30 days prior to 
travel or earlier if special airfare/
supplier conditions apply.  Failure 
to pay by the due date may result 
in the automatic cancellation 
of your booking.

Additional fees will apply to

Cancellation Policy
Requests for cancellation of 
confirmed bookings must be made 
in writing.
